CALL to PRAYER Pray for courage to clearly give the gospel - Eph.6:19--20

Intro- Today we are going to talk about evangelism.... the message and method of evangelism.
All Christians have a duty to evangelize. We all do not have the gift of evangelism, but we all
should evangelize. Example - I may not have the gift of hospitality, but I should be hospitable
(There is no gift of grumpiness and there is no gift of silence about our Savior). S0, in some way or another, every
believer should be about evangelism. But what is evangelism and how do we go about doing it?
Today we will touch on the essential message as well as try to give some practical help for a
personal method of evangelism. The text I am about to read is when Jesus shows His Deity by
casting out the Legion of demons. Our Lord is gracious to a man who is captive by sin & Satan
and He sets him free. The newly saved man is drastically changed and extremely grateful. He
begs Jesus to let him join the group of disciples, but Jesus refuses him. Jesus sends him home to
tell his family the great things God did for him. (This same duty of evangelism is given to us)

Luke 8:26-39 - Definitions 29 - What is Evangelism?

THE MESSAGE
* Evangel = good news/gospel Evangelism = spreading the good news
o 4 Gospels by 4 Evangelist....all about Jesus Christ JESUS IS THE GOSPEL
o The Message centers on the Person & Work of Jesus Christ
* This is important because what you win them with is what you win them to

o Evangelism is when we talk about who Jesus is and what Jesus did
o Jesus is the Eternal God who became flesh to redeem sinners by His perfect life,
His substitutionary death & His glorious resurrection.

o Jesus is the Good News and we are the Bad News (true evangelism must include both)
o Matt. 1:21 Luke 5:31-32 1 Cor. 15:3-4
o The gospel says, “ we are not good’ **™*'"'> but Jesus will give us all His goodness
and pay for all our badness. the “Gospel Swap” 2 Cor. 5:21
* Jesus is everything we are not and He will give us all that He is
¢ Jesus on Evangelism (how He did it)
o NI_C]( Jesus tells the religious elite (and everyone else) that they must have new life (John 3)

* Born again....need the creative work of God...new heart (Ezek. 36:26-27)...

= “The Truth” (song by Megan Woods)  “ The truth is I am my Father’s child. I make Him proud I
make Him smile. I was made in the image of the perfect King. He looks at me and wouldn’t change a
thing”
=  Wrong! - as fallen sinners we must be born again and be made new (Only Jesus makes God smile)
o Woman at well - Jesus confronts her with her need as sinner and His provision as Savior. (John 4)

= “Gocall your husband...” the message of salvation addresses the sin we need saved from
* Her evangelism became - “ Come see the man who told me all I ever
did...”
o Rich man - Jesus used the Law to challenge the man’s perceived “goodness”
=  Matt. 19:16-19 “Noone is good but God alone” is where the gospel presentation starts
=  Romans 3:20 (2025 Life Way - 66% of evangelicals -man is good by nature/ 74%- born innocent)
= Gal 3:24 Law & Gospel are partners in evangelism

o S-Sin The gospel is about “sin help” not “self-help”

* Survey of 16 evangelical institutions - 67% of staff& students say the
reason for accepting the gospel is meaning and purpose in life (???)
° to leave sin out of the equation is to leave the need for a Savior out of evangelism

o H - Hopelessness in human effort evangelism points man away from himself
» Fallen man cannot measure up or reach God’s perfect standard (Rom. 3:23)
* Sinlessness and Salvation is impossible with man - Matt. 19:24-26

e True evangelism strips man of any self-reliance

o A - All about Christ
= John 8:24 Jesus is the Door/Only Way/Truth/Life 1 John 5:11-12

* Apart from Him we can do nothing.  Evangelism is Christ centered
“My hope is built on nothing less the Jesus’ blood and righteousness. I dare not trust....”

o R- Regeneration, Repentance & Received by faith
* The New Birth enables us to walk a New Path (repentance)
* Jesus and His salvation are received by faith alone (whosoever believeth)
o E - Enduring Commitment
*  We call people to be life-long disciples not just make one-time decisions
* Count cost/Take up cross (His & ours)/ Follow /Endure to the end bait&switeh

SOME METHODS
» Only some are called to be an Evangelist, but all Christians should evangelize.

o Don’t worry if that is not your gift (not mine). 1tis okay if we are not Billy Graham
» Start with your famlly I may not ever go into all the world, but I should go to my world
o Luke 8:38-39 by Word Of Mouth & Life Lived Out he said, “God saved me and changed me”
o Practice with them and proclaim to them what God has done for you - tell your story

* Home can be the hardest, but home is where we should practice

» Tell people what you know John 9:25
o None of us know it all but all believers know something of Christ and what He has
done forus.  “.../ was blind but now I see...” “Love Lifted Me”
> 3,2,1Testimony 3 Words 2 Verses 1 Hymn

o 3 Words - One for before Christ saved you. One when He saved and one to
describe the Change in your life  (mineare Cocky, Goodness & Perspective)
* These 3 words can help you outline a short personal testimony

o 2Verses 2 Cor. 5:21 1 John 5:11-12
o 1 Hymn the poetic nature of song can be memorable and sharable - use some Lyrical Evangelism

. “There is a Fountain” there’s enough information in that hymn for a great gospel conversation
> Invite someone to church (earlier video of grandma with boom-box ;-])
o 1Cor.1:21 The church is where the Word is preached... where the Savior grants faith ~ Rom. 10:17
o Resurrection Sonday is in two weeks. (many people are more open to come to church on CEO)
* We will talk about Jesus and His glorious resurrection
* If we all invited someone and even if only some came... (20 visitors be great)
